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NEXT STEP ON THE ROAD TO HAMBURG

For the 2023/24 season, the playing format of the EHF European League Men underwent a significant 
change. The number of participants (after qualification) has been raised from 24 in previous seasons 
to 32 in the current campaign. After the group matches last autumn and the newly introduced main 
round in February and March, the thrill goes on in the knockout phase. Only 12 clubs continue their 
journey and can still dream of the EHF Finals Men 2024 at the Barclays Arena in Hamburg on 25/26 
May as their ultimate destination.

Four clubs secured their place in the quarter-finals by winning their respective main round group: HBC 
Nantes, Skjern Håndbold, SG Flensburg-Handewitt, and Sporting CP. The play-offs, with the first leg 
scheduled for Tuesday 26 March and the returns for Tuesday 2 April, feature four exciting pairings as 
the eight teams that finished second and third in their main round groups are set to battle it out for the 
remaining four tickets to the quarter-finals.

EIGHT TEAMS PLAY FOR LAST FOUR QUARTER-FINAL BERTHS

While Flensburg are already through, three more teams from Germany could make it into the quarter-
finals. Defending champions Füchse Berlin are paired with Kadetten Schaffhausen in the play-offs, 
with the winners facing Nantes in the quarter-finals. Rhein-Neckar Löwen duel with RK Nexe for the 
right to play Sporting next. And TSV Hannover-Burgdorf take on IK Sävehof with Flensburg waiting in 
the quarter-finals. The only play-off tie without German participants features Dinamo Bucuresti and 
Bjerringbro-Silkeborg, with the winners facing Skjern for a ticket to Hamburg.

Fans can look forward to two more exciting Tuesday nights in the tightly contested play-offs, where 
the EHF European League will once again live up to its billing: ‘ALL IN – Greatness is earned.’

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Road to Hamburg
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1 FORMER WINNER, 8 NATIONS, AND 33,625 FANS

After the thrilling main round, the EHF European 
League Men is ready for the knockout phase as 12 
teams continue their journey on the road to the 
EHF Finals Men 2024 in Hamburg on 25/26 May.

The play-offs will determine the last four teams 
for the quarter-finals, joining the four group 
winners that have already advanced directly from 
the main round.

Here are interesting facts & figures before the 
play-offs throw off:

0 national derbies take place in the play-
offs, even with three teams from one country 
(Germany) involved.

1 of the 32 main round games ended with a draw, 
after five draws happened in the group matches.

1 team – TSV Hannover-Burgdorf – qualified 
for the play-offs despite losing all four of their 
matches in the main round.

1 participant of the EHF Finals 2023 is part 
of the knockout phase this season: defending 
champions Füchse Berlin; last year’s runners-
up Fraikin BM. Granollers lost in qualification, 
third-placed Frisch Auf Göppingen are not 
playing in a European competition, and fourth-
placed Montpellier HB are competing in the 
Machineseeker EHF Champions League.

1 former EHF Champions League winner is part 
of the knockout phase: SG Flensburg-Handewitt 
(2014); one more CL finalist is still in the race: 
HBC Nantes (2018, lost final against Montpellier).

2 teams in the EL knockout phase played in the 
CL last season: Dinamo Bucuresti and Nantes.

2 teams in play-offs started their EL season in the 
qualification round: Rhein-Neckar Löwen and TSV 
Hannover-Burgdorf.

2 main round matches were each attended by 
more than 5,000 spectators: 5,902 fans were in 
the arena for both home games of Nantes.

3 teams won all their four main round matches: 
Nantes, Flensburg, and Sporting CP.

4 German teams are part of the knockout phase.

4 teams that won the main round groups have 
qualified directly for the quarter-finals: Nantes, 
Skjern, Flensburg and Sporting.

4 teams that played at the EHF FINAL4 in the 
past are part of the EL knockout phase: Nantes, 
Flensburg, Füchse, and Löwen.

5 teams that competed at the EHF Finals (or the 
EHF Cup Finals, before the 2020/21 season) 
are part of the knockout phase: Füchse, Löwen, 
Nantes, Nexe, and Skjern.

6 teams in the knockout phase won a European 
trophy in the past: Flensburg (EHF Cup 1997; City 
Cup 1999; CWC 2001, 2012; CL 2014), Füchse 
(EHF Cup 2015, 2018; EL 2023), Löwen (EHF Cup 
2013), Sävehof (Challenge Cup 2014), Skjern (CC 
2002, 2003), and Sporting (CC 2010, 2017).

16 of the 32 main round matches ended with 60 
or more goals; in the group matches, 52 games 
featured 60 or more goals.

18 times in the 32 main round matches, the home 
team won; 13 times the away team won.

19 goals was the biggest winning margin in a 
main round game, when Flensburg won 45:26 at 
Bjerringbro-Silkeborg; 14 goals was the margin at 
Skjern vs RK Gorenje Velenje (45:31); 12 goals at 
Flensburg vs Vojvodina (42:30).

45 was the lowest number of goals scored in a 
main round match, when Vojvodina beat Kadetten 
24:21.

 

+64 was the best goal difference by a team after 
the main round: Flensburg in group III; Nantes 
(group I) had +33; Sporting (group IV) +16. 

65 goals make Dinamo’s Andrii Akimenko the 
EL top scorer so far this season (from the start 
of the group matches); from the players still in 
competition, Löwen’s Niclas Kirkeløkke is next 
with 60 goals; Taras Minotskyi (Górnik Zabrze) 
finished on 63 and Andy Schmid (HC Kriens-
Luzern, which didn’t make the main round) on 60.

78 was the highest number of goals scored in a 
single game since the start of the group matches, 
when Flensburg beat Kadetten 46:32; 76 was the 
highest number in the main round, when Skjern 
beat Velenje 45:31.

231 goals have been scored by Flensburg in their 
six matches counting for the main round, by far 
the most for any team; Nantes (197 goals) and 
Skjern (194) were next in line.

10,017 fans in the XXL Arena in Nantes for the 
game against Löwen in the last round of the group 
matches is the biggest attendance for an EL game 
so far this season; in the main round, the highest 
attendance figure was 5,902 – again in Nantes, 
for the matches against Hannover and Zabrze.

33,625 fans in total have attended Nantes’ five 
home matches so far this season.

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IMPORTANT REGULATIONS
WHAT HAPPENS WHEN BOTH TEAMS HAVE THE SAME NUMBER OF POINTS?
All matches shall be played in accordance with the IHF’s 
current Rules of the Game. Variations on a technical level 
are possible. All matches of the EHF European League 
shall be played in 2 x 30 minutes with a half-time break 
of 15 minutes.
 
The matches shall be scored as follows: 
a) win = 2 points 
b) draw = 1 point 
c) loss = 0 points 

Teams’ rankings are obtained by adding up the number of 
points won. 

PLAY-OFFS AND QUARTER-FINALS
 
If, after completion of the two matches, both clubs have 
won the same number of points (no extra time will be 
played), the teams’ standings shall be determined by the 
following criteria: 
a) goal difference 
b) penalty throws 

RULES FOR EXECUTION OF PENALTY THROWS
 
- Only players (incl. goalkeepers) who are listed on the 
match report and are not suspended or disqualified at 
the end of the playing time are entitled to participate at 
the penalty throws. 
- Prior to the penalty throws, each team shall name five 
players by handing the referees a list of numbers. These 
players shall then take one throw each until a decision 
(a winner) is reached, alternating with their opponents. 
Each team is free to determine the sequence in which 
throwers will take their throws. 
- The goalkeepers may be freely selected from the match 
report and exchanged in accordance with the Rules of 
the Game. Goalkeepers may take throws and throwers 
may perform as goalkeepers. 
- The referees shall choose the goal at which throws are 
taken. The team taking the first penalty throw shall be 
determined by the referees by drawing lots. The team 
winning the draw may choose whether it wishes to throw 
first or last. 
- If the scores are equal after the first round of penalty 
throws, it shall be continued until a decision is reached. 
In the second round, the other team shall start. Again, 
five players shall be named who are eligible to play (the 
players named before may be named once again). 
- In the second round, a decision (a winner) is reached 
when a goal difference arises after both teams have 
taken one throw each. 
- Serious infractions committed during penalty throws 
shall be sanctioned by disqualification. If a thrower is 
disqualified or suffers an injury, an eligible substitute 
player shall be supplementary named. 
- While the throws are being taken, only the player taking 
the throw, the current goalkeeper and the referees may 
enter the respective half of the playing court. 
- If the number of eligible players falls below five, 
players may be named to take a second throw in the 
same round.
